Barlow Creek Elementary Schoolis located in a rural
setting 10 kilometers northeast of Quesnel on the
Barkerville Highway in the Cariboo Regional District.
Enrollment is approximately 100 students from
Kindergarten to grade 7. The school has 5 divisions
(classrooms) and operates a StrongStart Program
four days a week.
